New Ryanair routes from Malaga to Germany  
 
Good news for our German clients.  Low cost airline Ryanair has launched its new routes to Germany. 
The company had previously only operated flights from Malaga to the UK, Ireland and Brussels. Now 
flights to Frankfurt are taking off, and from April a new route to the German city of Bremen will be 
established.  With the increase in flights to Dublin this summer, as well as the new connections to 
Germany, Ryanair aims to bring 285,000 British, Irish and German tourists to Malaga this year.

In 2006 the Costa del Sol received more visitors than the previous year.  The good news is that the 
number of tourists increased by 2.2 per cent to 9.2 million. 
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Gibraltar  

As part of the improving dialogue between the Spanish, British and Gibraltar authorities, Iberia has 
suggested that the first flights between Gibraltar airport and Barcelona could take off in May. Since the 
flights between Gibraltar and Madrid began on December 17th 2006 some 3,400 extra passengers 
have used the airport and Iberia has reported an average of 50 per cent of seats sold.
