Malaga Airport 
 
Contracts have now been awarded to 21 food and drink outlets and 24 shops at Malaga airport, most 
of which will be in the new terminal.

 Many of the contracts have been awarded to household names in the UK, targeting British visitors who 
make up 40% of airport users.   
 
Utilities 
 
Just a reminder to keep an eye on your bank accounts in Spain.  In the space of a week we have had 
three clients whose electricity, water and telephone services respectively have been disconnected.  
The Spanish have an odd system of not bringing forward outstanding balances on the following 
invoices and re-applying for the direct debit at that stage.  Because the account collection follow up can 
be very slow, clients have had their services disconnected for invoices which might be several months 
old, even though they have paid more recent accounts.
